	21.024(b)(3) Determine the feasibility of introducing a “designee system”: 
Following review by EASA legal department, the following summarises the legal opinion given: “The current legal framework does not allow the introduction of a designee system for the reasons that the Regulation (EC) No 1592/2002 (the Basic Regulation) does not permit the delegation of powers to third parties to act on behalf of the European Aviation Safety Agency (EASA)”. The legal opinion further clarifies that privileges granted to an approval holder have not been obtained through ‘delegation’ by the EASA but attributed to them by the legislator. Therefore a DOA holder can only approve on behalf of itself and not the EASA”.  

In view of the legal opinion, the EASA has determined that introduction of a “delegate system” similar to that developed in the USA, is not feasible under the current regulatory framework. No further action is contemplated at this time.

	21.024(b)(4) Develop proposals for a  “designee system”: 
Cancelled as a result of the response to 21.024(b)(3).

	21.024(b)(5) Develop proposals to allow recognition and approval of suppliers, sub-contractors and test houses: 
This task is seen as having the highest priority and is being progressed directly under EASA leadership.  An EASA rulemaking group is currently being formed, with the inaugural meeting scheduled for July 2007.

The timescale envisaged for publication of an NPA is March 2008, leading to an EASA Opinion/ED Decision by March 2009.
